The NSAGP is an acquisitive prize, which is a strategy to grow the National Art Glass Collection through the acquisition of new and innovative works. It is envisaged that this prize will become one of the highlights on the Australian art glass calendar which will only add to the prestige of the National Art Glass Gallery. 
Judging for the prestigious prize will be conducted by Maureen Williams, prominent Australian glass artist, Barbara McConchie, former Executive Director of Craft ACT, (now School Manager, School of Art, Australian National University) and Cath Bowdler, Manager Wagga Wagga Art Gallery.
